The capital’s remarkable collection of museums
and galleries includes The Prado. It alone is
considered to hold the most significant collec-
tion of historical art in all of Spain. Take some
souvenirs of Madrid´s majestic past back home,
you will definitely find something at one of the
best flea markets in the world, an absolute
must for antique collectors.
